Dilsey Central to each of the sons sections is their sister Caddy whose rebellion as a young woman brings pain upon Benjy
profoundly disturbs Quentin enrages Jason and accelerates the family s already precipitous decline The book is noted for its
nonlinearity not only in the order of its four narratives but in the sequences of events recorded within the first two of them
Faulkner makes heavy use of a stream of consciousness style to relate Benjy s and Quentin s memories and thoughts which
jump around temporally Non standard italics and punctuation contribute to the effect The influence of James Joyce upon the
first two narratives was immediately identified by contemporary critics though Edward Crickmay labeled the book an even
