effects of WM training and 3 passive control groups These and other crucial issues have so far prevented any conclusions
from being drawn on the efficacy of WM training Bearing in mind that the opportunity to train WM could have a huge impact
in the educational and clinical settings it seems fundamentally important to shed more light on the limits and potential of this
