high flown nor homely of his style that it is at times familiar at times declamatory but always happy and often eloquent of his
doctrine that neither the Calvinist nor the Baptist appears in the forefront of the battle which is waged by Mr Spurgeon with
relentless animosity and with Gospel weapons against irreligion cant hypocrisy pride and those secret bosom sins which so
easily beset a man in daily life and to sum up all in a word it is enough to say of the man himself that he impresses you with a
